1. Meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm.
2. Minutes for October were presented, reviewed and approved.
3. Treasurer’s Report – Paul G reports that DGHA is in good financial shape.  Dean’s bill for work done to the front entrance has been received.  Paul G is beginning the processing of the annual dues letter.  DGHA’s attorney will assist in dues collection.  The attorney is also reviewing the bylaws for rental home legal options.
4. Grounds – Meredith reports that Dean has an associate with the necessary credentials to certify our sprinkler backflow prevention valve each year as required by the city.  However, Paul G met with the owner of the company that installed the front entrance sprinkler system/lights; he proposed an annual maintenance contract.  The Board will consider this contract when cost details have been received.  Front entrance fall improvements have been completed.  Meredith has not heard back from her police contact concerning Neighborhood Watch and will follow up.  The children at play and no soliciting signs have been received and will be posted at the front entrance.
5. Architectural – Dan G spoke to a resident whose home’s appearance is in violation of the bylaws.  Paul Y will send a follow up letter.  Paul Y will also send a letter about lawn maintenance to a homeowner who is in violation of these bylaws.  
6. Communication – Sandy will distribute a neighborhood email reminder about on street parking.  Included in this email will be language concerning commercial vehicle parking rules.  Harassment reported by a board member last month caused Dan G to send a letter to a resident.  Paul G has been in contact with the owner of a rental home about which residents have reported security concerns.  Following an inspection of the property the owner stated that she would not continue the lease on the home to its current occupants.  Dan plans to contact the owner of a second rental home about which residents have reported security concerns.
